​●​ ​Girls:​​Can wear a blue gingham summer dress.​
​●​ ​Boys:​​Can wear shorts and a white t-shirt.​

​While we want children to stay cool, please note that​​electronic fans (including​
​handheld, battery-operated, or USB fans) are not allowed in school​​. These devices​

​Please help us keep your child safe in the sun by ensuring the following routine​
​before they leave for school each morning:​

​●​ ​Suncream:​​Please apply high-factor suncream to your​​child​​before​​they​
​come to school.​

​●​ ​Water Bottles:​​Ensure your child has a reusable water​​bottle with them.​​Pupils​
​will have access to water to refill their bottles throughout the day.​

​●​ ​Hats:​​Please send your child to school with a sun​​hat or cap to wear during​
​break times.​
